Letter from San Juan, Puerto Rico to Virginia Keckler mailed January 15, 1937. This is the most valuable envelope in the collection. Stamped airmail envelopes (see blue plane imprint) were produced by the U.S. Government for use in Puerto Rico,

Guam and the U.S. Virgin Islands. All the airmail envelopes from 1929 to 1965 were printed by the International Envelope Corporation in Dayton, Ohio (located downtown by the river).

In 1936-37, the post office in Puerto Rico ran out of airmail envelopes and ordered more from the Dayton company. The last 5 cent airmail envelopes had already been printed so the company printed some extras. However, the contract with the

government had changed, so the extra envelopes were printed on paper with a different watermark. These extra envelopes are rare, which increases their value to postal history collectors.

Letter mailed from Pakistan to Virginia Keckler, probably in 1947 or 1948. India
was divided into Pakistan and India in 1947 because the Hindus and Muslims in
India were unwilling to coexist in the same nation. Pakistan used overprinted
Indian stamps until they started printing their own stamps in 1948.

Letter sent to Virginia Keckler from
Manchester in Great Britain on
October 31, 1939. The postal marking
“PRINTED PAPERS POST” means that it
was sent at a discount rate because it
contained printed items such as books,
newspapers, or photographs. Personal
letters could not be included. From the
size of the envelope, it most likely
contained photos.
